President’s Message
  We are at the end of 2007, and we are still not clear with the State 
of New Jersey. The latest visit entailed a very thorough inspection of 
the premises, and we earned compliments on our cleanliness and the 
improvements made thus far. The officials also noted that there were 
areas where our facilities are still simply not adequate to keep our pets 
comfortable and protected; the ceiling is totally lacking the insulation 
required to maintain a proper temperature for the dogs back in the ken-
nels, and the situation is serious enough that the Health Department is 
requiring us to quickly perform the costly maintenance and upgrades. 
Costly is surely the word, as the remaining work is estimated in excess 
of $56,000.
  It would be almost impossible to raise that kind of money using 
normal avenues so we would have had to try to borrow the money if 
we were to survive. However, we were blessed by someone who had 
remembered the Animal Adoption Center in her will, and were thank-
fully able to pay for some of the most pressing work. We still have a 
long way to go to feel that our future is assured.
I am writing this letter today to plead with you to remember our unique 
no-kill animal shelter in your will. We’ve had several calamities and 
“near-misses,” and so far, we have been fortunate and able to survive 
by someone’s act of kindness. We are still dangerously close to the edge. 
  ONE failure and 100-130 helpless animals will turned loose to the 
death that awaits them at the other shelters which surround us. 
Your bequest can ensure that we will carry on our mission in the future 
and choose LIFE for our homeless furry friends.
