


AAC “Meet Your 
Match” Program 
Purpose
To assist approved adopters in �nding  
the right animal. 

How It Works
Adopters submit an application which is 
processed and approved. This application is 
kept on file and is valid for at least 90 days, 
longer if we remain in regular contact. The 
adopter must return our calls in a timely fashion.

The Process – 

• �Our staff asks for specifics about what the 
adopter is looking for and fills out a simple 
form. 

• �We then reach out to our established sources 
to locate an animal. Email and calls go out to 
rescues, shelters, and other sources with the 
specific requests.  

• �Once an appropriate pet is found, staff then 
contacts the prospective adopter. If there is 
interest, we bring that animal in and set up a 
meeting with the adopter. 

• �If the family likes the animal, and we feel it is 
the right match, the adoption is approved. In 
most cases, the approval can be “on the spot” 
and the family can bring the animal home, 
sometimes the day of the meet. 

No one is under any obligation to adopt any 
animal that we bring into the facility. This 
program is run by staff, with management’s 
guidance.

How Do We Get the Applications 
• �We take a “blank” application (no 

animal’s name is included) filled out by 
a potential adopter. 

• �An application may be on record from an 
approved adopter; for example, someone 
who was the second application for a dog that 
went to another family. 

• �An adopter may have had to return a dog 
under circumstances that we deemed 
acceptable. Therefore, within the time frame, 
their application is valid and they are eligible to 
be considered for another animal. 

• �A recent adopter of another animal from our 
facility has information that is valid within 90 
days. If longer, a recheck of the information will 
be required before they can continue in MYM.

Everyone gets let out for potty, 
has a good breakfast, a cleaned kennel, a pat on the head or scratch under 
the chin—it’s just that Santa didn’t stop here during the night. He didn’t bring 
the one thing they wanted most, a family.

Holiday Perils For Pets

Christmas 
 Morning 

As a mother of three young children, this time of year is very exciting...
shopping, cooking, wrapping, the holidays keep us very busy. As a 
Veterinarian, I enter the holiday season with a bit of dread, because this 
season can bring new dangers, temptations, and neglect to our pets. At 
this time of year, Vets do more sick visits, and fewer routine visits.

For your pet’s sake, be aware of the holiday perils and help your pets enjoy 
a warm and happy holiday too.

Food: Post-Halloween candy, Thanksgiving turkeys (trimmings and 
bones), Challah bread and Christmas cookies all smell delectable to our 
pets. Whether left on the counter (for sneaky pets to steal), or being hand 
fed by owners or gracious guests, food can be a huge peril for pets and 
eating the wrong things can cause vomiting, diarrhea, and pancreatitis. 
Keep food safely out of reach and remind guests to not share with begging 
four-legged friends.

Plants: Poinsettias, mistletoe, and trees can all cause gastrointestinal 
issues. Cats tend to munch poinsettia leaves and mistletoe, while dogs are 

infamous for drinking tree water which might contain hazards such as vinegar 
or bleach. All of these will cause gastrointestinal symptoms including anorexia, 
vomiting, and diarrhea. Move plants to a safe area, keep fresh,  
clean water down at all times and be sure tree water is covered to minimize 
these risks.

Decorations: Beautiful decorations can be very exciting for pets. They just 
want to eat and play with everything. Major offenders are: tinsel and string lights 
for cats, light cords for all pets (chewed cords can cause electrocution), and 
just about anything left on the floor for a dog that likes to chew. Try to avoid 
decorations that can be swallowed and keep all decorations elevated and safe 
from pets.

Finally, avoid purchasing a pet as a present. Many of these “presents” end up 
at rescues or shelters within a few months of being gifted. Givers want to give 
an awesome gift, but the giftees are often unprepared for the commitment a 
pet requires. Also, the colder months are harder for many people to “break in” 
a new pet. Presents are great and pets are great...but please don’t mix the two 
this holiday season.

Note: In the event a pet eats something they shouldn’t, call your veterianarian 
immediately or call the ASPCA Animal Poison Control Center at 888 426-4435.
